Charter School hereby declares that Charter School, operated as or by its nonprofit public 
benefit corporation, is and shall be the exclusive public school employer of Charter Schoolôs 
employeesfor the purposes of the Educational Employment Relations Act (EERA), Chapter 
10.7 (commencing with Section 3540) of Division 4 of Title I of the Government Code.  
Charter School shall comply with all provisions of the EERA and shall act independently 
from LAUSD for collective bargaining purposes.  In accordance with the EERA, employees 
may join and be represented by an organization of their choice for collective bargaining 
purposes.

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INTRODUCTION  

Aspire Public Schools (ñAspireò) hereby respectfully submits this charter renewal 
on behalf of Aspire Titan Academy (ñThe Charter Schoolò).  

 
Aspire was founded in 1998 by experienced educators and entrepreneurs to 

enrich studentsô lives and to contribute to innovation in local public school systems.  
Aspire currently operates charter schools at 40 different campuses in various school 
districts in the states of California and Tennessee.  Aspire is a national non-profit 
501(c)(3) public benefit corporation with a visi on that every student is prepared to earn 
a college degree. Aspireôs mission is to open and operate small, high-quality charter 
schools in low-income neighborhoods, in order to:  

¶ Increase the academic performance of underserved students 

¶ Develop effective educators 

¶ Share successful practices with forward-thinking educators , and 

¶ Catalyze change in public schools    
 
The Charter School has been chartered in the LAUSD (ñDistrictò) under the 

auspices of Aspire since 2013. 
 
The Charter Schoolôs present charter term is set to expire on June 30, 2018.  The 

Charter School complies with the legal requirements for renewal as set forth in 
Education Code § 47607(b)(4) such that the academic performance of the charter school 
is at least equal to the academic performance of the public schools that the charter 
school pupils would otherwise have been required to attend, as well as the academic 
performance of the schools in the school district in which the charter school is located, 
taking into account the composition of the p upil population that is served at the charter 
school. 

 
The Charter School has done a financial analysis and projections that support 

continued operation of a K-5 school in the District  on a financially sound basis.

In accordance with the Charter Schools Act of 1992, Aspire hereby respectfully 
petitions Los Angeles Unified School District  (ñthe Districtò) to renew the charter for the 
Charter School for a five-year period, from July 1, 2018 to June 30, 2023. 

 

 The Charter Schools Act of 1992 states that:  

It is the intent of the Legislatureéto provide opportunities for teachers, parents, 
pupils, and community members to establish and maintain schools that operate 
independentl y from the existing school district structure, as a method to accomplish all 
of the following:  
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(a) Improve pupil learning.  

(b) Increase learning opportunities for all pupils, with special emphasis on expanded 
learning experiences for pupils who are identif ied as academically low achieving.  

(c) Encourage the use of different and innovative teaching methods.  

(d) Create new professional opportunities for teachers, including the opportunity to be 
responsible for the learning program at The Charter School site. 

(e) Provide parents and pupils with expanded choices in the types of educational 
opportunities that are available within the public school system.  

(f) Hold The Charter Schools established under this part accountable for meeting 
measurable pupil outcomes, and provide The Charter Schools with a method to change 
from rule -based to performance-based accountability systems. 

(g) Provide vigorous competition within the public school system to stimulate 
continual improvements in all public schools.  

- California Edu cation Code Section 47601(a)-(g)  

The Charter School has made and will continue to make important contributions 
to the legislative goals outlined above.  By granting this renewal, the District will help 
fulfill the intent of the Charter Schools Act of 1992 (ñCharter Schools Actò), while 
providing students in the District with a small school option.

If Charter School serves students in grades 9-12, before Charter School graduates its first 
class of students, Charter School shall obtain, and thereafter maintain, Western 
Association of Schools and Colleges (WASC) accreditation.

Charter School shall identify potential English Learners in a timely manner in accordance 
with all applicable legal requirements.  Charter School must provide all English Learners 
with an effective English language acquisition program that also affords meaningful and 
equitable access to Charter Schoolôs core academic curriculum. Instructional plans for 
English Learners must be (1) based on sound educational theory; (2) adequately 
supported with trained teachers and appropriate materials and resources; and (3) 
periodically evaluated to make sure the program is successful and modified when the 
program is not successful.

Each year, Charter School shall provide to the CSD a report on its annual evaluation of 
the effectiveness of its EL program. Upon request, Charter School shall provide a copy of 
its current EL Master Plan to the CSD. 
 
Charter School shall administer the CELDT/ELPAC annually in accordance with federal 
and state requirements.  
 
Charter School shall reclassify English Learners in accordance with federal and state 
requirements.  
 
Charter School shall provide parent outreach services and meaningfully inform parents 
with limited English proficiency of important  information regarding Charter School 
matters to the same extent as other parents. 
 

STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES 
 
Federal Law Compliance  
Charter School shall adhere to all provisions of federal law related to students with 
disabilities including, but not lim ited to, section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, 
Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, and the Individuals with 
Disabilities Education Improvement Act of 2004.  
 
Special Education Program  
Charter School shall ensure that no student otherwise eligible to enroll in Charter School 
shall be denied, directly or indirectly, admission due to a disability or to Charter Schoolôs 
inability to provide necessary services. Charter School acknowledges that policies and 
procedures are in place to ensure the recruitment, enrollment, service, and retention of 
students with disabilities at LAUSD -authorized charter schools, including Charter School.

SELPA Reorganization  
The Los Angeles Unified School District is approved to operate as a single-District SELPA 
under the provisions of Education Code section 56195.1(a). As a single-District SELPA, 
the District has created two charter school sections (District -operated Programs and 
Charter-operated Programs) under the administration of one single Administrative Unit 
pursuant to a reorganization plan approved by the Board of Education on January 4, 2011 
(149/10-11). Full implementation of the reorganized LAUSD SELPA commenced in the 
2013-2014 school year requiring all District -authorized charter schools to elect one of the 
three options available under the LAUSD SELPA. Prior to an option election, all District -
authorized charter schools were required to participate as a school of the District under 
the District -Operated Programs Unit. Prior to the beginning of the 2013-2014 school year, 
all District -authorized charter schools, other than those that had previously executed an 
Option 3 Memorandum of Understanding (ñMOUò), were required to execute a new MOU 
setting forth the LAUSD SELPA option election for the remainder of the charter petition 
term. The Charter -operated Program schools do not have LEA status for the purposes of 
special education but will function in a similar role in that each charter school will be 
responsible for all special education requirements, including but not limited to services, 
placement, due process, related services, special education classes, and special education 
supports. Charter schools that have elected to participate in a District-operated programs 
option may apply for membership in the Charter -operated Program section of the SELPA. 
Charter schools accepted for participation in the Charter-operated Programs section 
receive support from a Special Education Director for the Charter-operated Programs.  
 
Modified Consent Decree Requirements  
All charter schools approved by the LAUSD Board of Education are bound by and must 
adhere to the terms, conditions and requirements of the Chanda Smith Modified Consent 
Decree (ñMCDò) and other court orders imposed upon the District pertaining to special 
education. The MCD is a consent decree entered in a federal court class action lawsuit 
initially brought on behalf of students with disabilities in LAUSD. It is an agreement of 
the parties approved by the federal court and monitored by a court-appointed 
independent monitor. The MCD includes nineteen statistically measureable outcomes 
and facilities obligations that the District has to achieve to disengage from the MCD and 
federal court oversight. All charter schools are required to use the Districtôs Special 
Education Policies and Procedures Manual and Welligent, the District -wide web-based 
software system used for online Individualized Education Programs (ñIEPsò) and tracking 
of related services provided to students during the course of their education.

COMMUNITY NEED FOR CHARTER SCHOOL 
 
The Charter School provides a high performing educational alternative for families in the 
Huntington Park area by ensuring the following:  

1) Quality education supported by high standards for all students  
2) Focus on meeting the needs of children and helping them succeed, no 

matter  what it takes  
3) Caring environment and trust building in the community  through 

restorative practices and partnerships with parents  

The Charter School seeks to ensure that all students have the skills and experiences that 
prepare them to earn a college degree, and this vision is designed especially for our 
students who are from underrepresented populations and communities like Huntington 
Park. Specific elements of the program that are designed for our community include: 

College for Certain - This vision is pervasive throughout the school, with a special 
college display in every classroom as well as college cheers, banners, and college names 
for classes. This sends a clear message that no matter what your ethnicity, your economic 
status, or your home language, the expectations for college-going are for ALL Aspire 
students.   

Communication Skills - The education program has been redesigned to emphasize and 
reinforce reading and writing, especially for English Learners, as well as problem solving 
and hands on science using CA CCSS aligned programs such as Eureka Math and Wonders 
as well as EL Achieve and Readers/Writersô Workshop.  

Social Emotional Learning - Because urban children of poverty have important 
additional needs, there are also Social/Emotional Learning (SEL), health education, 
parent education, and mental health counseling (and referrals to other agencies)  to 
provide comprehensive services for the students and their families. 

Restorative Practices - Aspire is guided by a powerful equity belief statement, and the 
Charter School focuses on restorative rather than punitive approaches to behavior. This 
includes an expectation of Culturally Responsive Teaching and creative, meaningful 
alternatives to suspension. Students need to be in school, and every effort is made to 
involve the teachers, staff, parents, and students in creating a positive, nurturing 
environment where students want to be every day. 
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Access to Technology -The Charter School is deeply committed to closing racial 
achievement gaps and eliminating the digital divide where impoverished youth have less 
access to computers and the internet. The Charter School offers 1:1 devices (usually 
Chrome Books) to students and incorporates blended/personalized learning into the 
curriculum every day so that all students make use of the digital tools and resources 
available to them. This not only allows for greater individualization but useful preparation 
for state testing and Aspire assessments which are online. 

Growth Mindset - The transition to the California Comm on Core State Standards was 
challenging for Aspire having previously been one of the highest performers on the 
previous state testing. This challenge has demanded that we significantly improve the 
quality of the educational program in order to bridge the g ap between a more traditional 
curriculum and the new, more  rigorous Common Core State Standards. The Charter 
School must especially strive to continue to improve its approach to the significant 
subgroups so that their achievement reflects the Aspire College for Certain model. This 
has led to intensified ELD, increased opportunities to build reading and writing stamina, 
implementation of a new math program which is highly aligned to CCSS, and integration 
of the arts into the curriculum as a way to reinforce and integrate all learning.   

Catalyze Change - One of the key elements of Aspire is to catalyze change within 
communities; and in Huntington Park, where, traditionally, students have 
underperformed and had less access to high performing schools, it is expected that the 
innovative academic program, the intense scrutiny and accountability, and the caring 
equity-focused environment will serve to encourage change in other  area schools by 
providing a very visible, viable, and meaningful educational experience that changes the 
odds for students through high school and beyond. In fact, it is hoped that there is a ripple 
effect throughout Huntington Park , with the  Charter School being an example of ñbest-
practicesò of all aspects of an excellent education, including curriculum, staffing, and 
teacher development.  

Parent Involvement - This is also an essential element in the Charter School 
community, and parents are encouraged to volunteer, visit, and communicate regularly 
with the school in order to form a mutually be neficial partnership for the studentsô 
success. Parent volunteering is not a condition of admission and/or continued 
enrollment , but the school welcomes parents to morning meetings, assemblies, open 
houses, parent education nights, volunteer opportunities,  field trips, Coffees with the 
Principal, School Site Council, and ELAC meetings.  The School prides itself is in its 
unique opportunities for parent participation. Parents are asked to consider volunteering 
30 hours of service to the school, and there are a variety of ways that parents can do this 
each year. Some of these are listed below: 

¶ Participating in the School Site Council or English Learner Advisory Council  

¶ Attending a parent workshop; topics could include sessions on math, technology, 
bullying, college prep, etc.  

¶ Attending special events, such as family barbeques, clean up Saturdays, family 
math or reading nights, fall or spring festivals, etc.    
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¶ Participating in specials committees or clubs reflecting parent interests, such as 
book club, fundrais ing, etc. 

¶ Assisting with student programs, such as our service events, chaperoning field 
trips, or helping set up classroom libraries  

Communication is the key to a strong partnership, and all parents receive regular 
newsletters, robo-calls, messages through an online two way communication platform 
called ParentSquare, and annual opportunities to respond to formal school surveys. The 
Charter School continues to strengthen the involvement of parents by improving the 
approach to School Site Council and ELAC, with a Parent Coordinator whose job it is to 
bring parents and their voices into every aspect of the school. The Huntington Park

SUMMARY ANALYSIS OF 2014-2015  AND 2015-2016 DATA 
In 14-15, 26% of the Charter School students met or exceeded the standards in English 
Language Arts.  In 15-16, the Charter School increased 17% with 43% of students meeting 
or exceeding the standard.   
 
·         Compared to LAUSD similar  schools from CDE, the Charter School outscored 6 out 
of 17 in 2014-2015.  In 2015-2016, the Charter School outscored 14 out of 17.  The median 
for 2015 for LAUSD similar schools was 28% and in 2016, it was 34%, representing a 6% 
growth.  The Charter Schoolôs growth was triple the growth as compared to LAUSD 
similar schools. 
 
·         Compared to Resident Schools, the Charter School scored better than or equal to 6 
out of 7 schools in 2014-2015.  In 2015-2016, the Charter School outscored all 7 resident 
schools in English Language Arts.  The median for these schools was 22% in 2015 and in 
2016 it was 27%.  This represents a 5% growth for resident schools as compared to The 
Charter Schoolôs 17% growth. 
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·         The Charter Schoolôs Hispanic/Latino subgroup is the majority of students at the 
Charter Schoolôs school and they scored 26% in the standard met or exceeded categories 
in 2015.  This compares to LAUSD, whose Hispanic/Latino subgroup from 3 rd to 5th grade 
scored an average of 24.7% according to the CAASPP website.  In 2016, the Charter 
Schoolôs Hispanic/Latino students at the Charter School scored 44% at the meet or exceed 
level as compared to LAUSDôs Hispanic/Latino students who scored 30%.  The Charter 
Schoolôs Hispanic/Latino students grew 18% as compared to LAUSDôs subgroup that grew 
5.3%. 
 
·         5% of the Charter Schoolôs English Language Learners meet or exceeded in 2015 as 
compared to LAUSD, which scored 4% as an average in grades 3 through 5.  In 2016, 8% 
of the Charter Schoolôs ELs met or exceeded the standards in English Language Arts, 
growing at a rate of 3%, as opposed to LAUSDôs 5% average for the EL subgroup.  The 
Charter Schoolôs growth represents a 3% growth as compared to LAUSDôs 1%.  Although 
the Charter Schoolôs growth is encouraging, we are focusing on supporting the Charter 
Schoolôs English Learners in English Language Arts in order to close the gap between the 
Charter Schoolôs EOs and ELs. 
 
·         25% of the Charter Schoolôs Economically Disadvantaged students met or exceeded 
standards whereas, 24.6% of LAUSDôs 3rd-5th grade Economically Disadvantaged 
students did the same.  In 2016, this subgroup grew to 44% at The Charter School as 
compared to LAUSDôs average of 31%.  The Charter Schoolôs students in this subgroup 
grew 19% as compared to LAUSDôs 6.4% growth.  Since this subgroup represents a 
majority of the Charter Schoolôs students, we are implementing social-emotional as well 
as academic supports in order to meet the needs of the whole child. 
 
·         In 2015, 0% of the Charter Schoolôs students with disabilities scored in the meet or 
exceeds standards range.  In 2016, that subgroup grew to 19%.   This represents a 19% 
growth.  Compared to LAUSDôs average 2015 data in grades 3-5, where 8% of students 
with disabilities met or exceeded standards.  In 2015, the average was the same according 
to the CAASPP website.  The Charter Schoolôs students with disabilities exceeded the 
growth that LAUSD made in regards to this subgroup.  We are actively working to support 
this subgroup by meeting their individualized needs as laid out in their individual 
education plans. 
 
·         In 14-15, 30% of the Charter School students met or exceeded the standards in 
Math.  In 15-16, the Charter School increased 10 percentage points with 40% of students 
meeting or exceeding the standard. 
 
·         Compared to LAUSD similar schools from the CDE, the Charter School outscored 
13 out of 17 in 2014-2015.  In 2015-2016, the Charter School outscored 16 out of 17.  The 
median for LAUSD similar schools was 21% in 2015 and in 2016 it was 28%, which 
represents a 7% growth as opposed to the Charter Schoolôs 10% growth. 
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·         Compared to Resident Schools, the Charter School scored better than or equal to 7 
out of 7 schools in 2014-2015.  In 2015-2016, the Charter School outscored all 7 resident 
schools in Mathematics.  The median of resident schools was 17% in 2015 and 21% in 
2016, representing a 4% growth as compared to The Charter Schoolôs 10% growth. 
 
        The Charter Schoolôs Hispanic/Latino subgroup is a majority of students at the 
Charter School and they scored 30% in the standard met or exceeded range in 2015.  This 
compares to LAUSD, whose Hispanic/Latino subgroup from 3 rd to 5th grade scored an 
average of 21% according to the CAASPP website.  In  2016, the Charter Schoolôs 
Hispanic/Latino students scored 40% at the meet or exceeded level as compared to 
LAUSDôs Hispanic/Latino students who scored 24.6%.  The Charter Schoolôs 
Hispanic/Latino students grew 10% as compared to LAUSDôs subgroup that grew 3.6%.  
  
·         9% of the Charter Schoolôs English Language Learners meet or exceeded in 
Mathematics in 2015 as compared to LAUSD, which scored 4% as an average in grades 3 

through 5.  In 2016, 12% of the Charter Schoolôs ELs met or exceeded the standards in 
Mathematics, growing at a rate of 3%, as opposed to LAUSDôs 6.7% average for the EL 
subgroup.  The Charter Schoolôs growth represents a 3% growth which is similar to 
LAUSDôs 2.7% growth.  Although the Charter Schoolôs growth is comparable to LAUSD, 
we are focusing on supporting the Charter Schoolôs English Learners in Mathematics with 
a new math program in order to close the achievement gap between EOs and ELs. 
 
·         29% of the Charter Schoolôs Economically Disadvantaged students meet or exceeded 
standards in Mathematics whereas, 21% of LAUSDôs 3rd-5th grade Economically 
Disadvantaged students did the same.  In 2016, this subgroup grew to 39% at the Charter 
School as compared to LAUSDôs average, which was 25%.  The Charter Schoolôs students 
in this subgroup grew 10% as compared to LAUSDôs 4% growth.  Since this subgroup 
represents a majority of the Charter Schoolôs students, we are implementing social-
emotional as well as academic supports to ensure that they continue to excel. 

 
·         In 2015, 0% of The Charter Schoolôs students with disabilities scored in the meet or 
exceeds standards range.  In 2016, that subgroup grew to 13%.   This represents a 13% 
growth.  Compared to LAUSDôs average 2015 data in grades 3-5, where 8% of students 
with disabilities meet or exceeded standards.  In 2015, the average was 9%, representing 
a 1% growth.  The Charter Schoolôs students with disabilities exceeded the growth that 
LAUSD made in regards to this subgroup.  The Charter School is actively working to 
support this subgroup by meeting their individualized needs as laid out in their individual 
education plans and working with the Charter Schoolôs teachers to implement a new math 
curriculum.  
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
