Ms. Garcia, Ms. Flores Aguilar — Opposition to Continued Additional Budget Cuts (Waiver of
Board Rule 72)

Whereas, The Governing Board of the Los Angeles Unified School District is outraged by the
onslaught of devastating state cuts to education and demands better for the almost 700,000
students depending on our schools for a high-quality education;

Whereas, Our students deserve the highest quality education available anywhere in the world,
with well-resourced schools, the best and most highly-trained educators available, small class
sizes, quality instructional materials, dynamic parental support;

Whereas, Devastating budget cuts imposed by the state government in Sacramento in the past
two years have already severely undermined the District’s capacity to offer our students the
educational opportunities they need and deserve to graduate, attend college, and succeed in the
21% century economy;

Whereas, The District is already reeling from over $547 million in forced cuts from the 2008-9
budget, resulting in significant reduction in services to our schools;

Whereas, The District must still address over $1.35 billion in additional cuts over the next two
years to close a looming budget gap and submit a balanced budget to the Los Angeles County
Office of Education, as required by state law;

Whereas, Despite the prevalence of high-need, high-poverty schools in our District, the District
has been disproportionately impacted by state cuts to education funding, absorbing cuts of over
$300 more per student than the average California School District due to the reductions to
critical categorical funds intended to level the playing field for poor children, such as the
Targeted Instructional Impact Grant (TIIG);

Whereas, The fiscal stimulus funding provided by Washington D.C., while critical, is only
enough to help fill 50% of this budget gap, with many restrictions on how portions of that
funding may be used by the District;

Whereas, California’s financial crisis was not created by our students and fixing the problem
should not come at the expense of their educational progress and success;

Whereas, Further cuts to education at the state level are fundamentally inconsistent with the
constitutional obligation to provide a high quality education to our children;

Whereas, California already ranks last among the states in the number of school staff per student;
Whereas, California would need to hire 96,000 additional teachers, 9,000 administrators, 42,000
librarians, counselors, nurses, and instructional aides, and 66,000 janitors, bus drivers, and

security guards to reach the national average in staff to student ratio;

Whereas, A typical school elsewhere in America has 30% more teachers and 61% more school
site administrators per student than the typical school in California;



Whereas, California voters approved, and continue to strongly support, Proposition 98 to protect
schools and students from harmful budget cuts and to establish a minimum level of education
funding; now, therefore, be

Resolved, That the Governing Board of the Los Angeles Unified School District declares its
deep opposition to continued cuts to education by the State of California and demands better for
the almost 700,000 students relying on our schools for an opportunity to succeed in the 21*
economy; and be it

Resolved further, That the District includes in its state legislative agenda the following demands
to provide the District the resources and flexibility needed by the Board and Senior Management
Team to effectively manage this financial crisis and serve our students as ably as possible in the

face of continuing state budget cuts:

1) Demand that any additional cuts to the State’s education budget be directed to General
Revenue Limit funds, which affect all school districts equally, and not to the Categorical
Funds that are designed to protect the educational opportunities of the most vulnerable,
highest need students in our school district and indeed our state;

2) Demand the flexibility needed to effectively manage the enormous budget cuts handed
down by Sacramento, including the following:

A) Waive AB1200 requirement for districts to file a balanced state budget for three years,

Reduction mandates,

C) Allow the District to use all categorical funds where needed most by providing
